I'm sure every one of you have terrific 

stories to tell of your Music Festival experiences.  

Anton Kuerti visited the Banff Centre in early March to present 

masterclasses and gave a magnificent recital of Beethoven Sonatas.  

Piano teachers from all over Alberta had been invited to be present and I 

was terribly disappointed to see only two teachers from Calgary and three 

of us from Edmonton.  Anton has spent his life studying and performing 

these masterpieces and his insight into pedagogical and performance 
ideas was profoundly moving.  I would like to see our branch bring him to 

Edmonton to share his knowledge and experience with us.  Please let me 

know if you are interested in this project.  

I want to thank Elizabeth Cooper for  organizing the Masterclass in March 

with Janet Scott Hoyt.  Student participation was impressive and 
comments were positive from all sides.  We are going to provide more 

masterclasses for students next spring.  If you would like to organize one 

or assist, please let me or Elizabeth know.  

It has been a privilege to work with the Edmonton Branch Executive 

Committee to inspire our membership to expand their musical awareness 

and teaching skills.  Please consider offering to serve as Vice President as 
we are delighted to have Elizabeth as our leader for the next two years but 

want to ensure that we will continue to have great leadership in the 

future.
